The tendered  all-inclusive of Price (the Contract price) except GST is Rs. 12,29,462.78
(Not to be filled up by the bidder. This will be entered at the time of Signing of the
agreement) but the Company shall pay the Contract or only for actual work done at the
all-inclusive rates set down in the Schedule of work part II of this Contract.

Final payment will be made only after satisfactory completion of the work. Such final payment
shall be based on the work actually done allowing for deviations and any deductions and the
measurement shall be checked and certified correct by the Company's Engineer before any
such final payment is made.

The contractor employing 20 (twenty ) or more workmen on any day preceding 12 months
shall be required to obtain requisite licence at his cost from the appropriate Licensing Officer
before undertaking any Contract work. The Contractor shall also observe the rules &
regulations framed under the Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act.

The Company for any reason whatsoever and of which the company shall be sole judge may
terminate this Contract with a 24 hours’ notice in writing to the Contractor and in the event of
Company's so doing the clause 5 here of shall prevail and the accounts between the parties will
be in accordance therewith finalized.

The Contractor will not be allowed to construct any structure (for storage / housing purpose)
with thatch, bamboo or any other inflammable materials within any company's fenced area.

The Contractor shall ensure that all men engaged by him/her are provided with appropriate
protective clothing and safety wear in accordance with Factories Act & Rules. The Company’s
representative shall not allow/accept those men who are not provided with the same.

All Statutory taxes levied by the Central & State Government or any other competent authority
from time to time will be borne by contractor and the amount of the contract specified in the
contract is inclusive of all tax liabilities but excluding GST. GST if applicable shall be, to the
company’s account. However, GST portion payable directly by the Service provider (if
applicable) shall be reimbursed to the Contractor on the basis of the documentary evidence.

The Contractor shall deploy local persons in all works.

The Contractor shall not engage minor labour below 18(eighteen) years of age under any
circumstances.

The Contractor and his/her workmen shall strictly observe the rules and regulations as per
Factories Act & Rules(latest editions).

GENERAL OBLIGATIONS OF COMPANY:

COMPANY shall, in accordance with and subject to the terms and conditions of this contract:
i) Pay the Contractors in accordance with terms and conditions of the contract.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

a) The contractor will be required to allow OIL Officials to inspect the work site and
documents in respect of the workers' payment.

b) Contractor(s) whosoever is liable to be covered under the P.F. Act and contract cost is
inclusive of P.F., must ensure strict compliance of provisions of Provident Fund and
Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952 in addition to the various Acts mentioned elsewhere
in this contract. Any contractor found violating these provisions will render themselves
disqualified from any future tendering. As per terms of the contract, if applicable, the
Contractor must deposit Provident Fund Contribution (covering Employee's & Employer's
share) with the competent authority monthly under their direct code. The Contractor shall
be required to submit documentary evidence of deposit of P.F. Contribution to the
Company.

FORCE MAJEURE:

In the event of either party being rendered unable by "Force Majeure' to perform any
obligation required to be performed by them under the contract, the relative obligation of the
party affected by such "Force Majeure' will stand suspended for the period during which such
cause lasts. The word "Force Majeure' as employed herein shall mean acts of God, war, revolt,
agitation, strikes, riot, fire, flood, sabotage, civil commotion, road barricade (but not due to
interference of employment problem of the Contractor), acts of government of the two
parties, which makes performance impossible or impracticable and any other cause, whether
of kind herein enumerated or otherwise which are not within the control of the party to the
contract and which renders performance of the contract by the said party impossible.

Upon occurrence of such cause and upon its termination, the party alleging that it has been
rendered unable as aforesaid thereby, shall notify the other party in writing within Seventy
Two (72) hours of the alleged beginning and ending thereof, giving full particulars and
satisfactory evidence in support of its claim.

Should ‘force majeure’ condition as stated above occurs and should the same be notified
within seventy two (72) hours after its occurrence the ‘force majeure’ rate shall apply for the
first fifteen (15) days. Parties will have the right to terminate the Contract if such ‘force
majeure’ conditions continue beyond fifteen (15) days with prior written notice. Should either
party decide not to terminate the Contract even under such condition, no payment would
apply after expiry of fifteen (15) days force majeure period unless otherwise agreed to.

TERMINATION:

TERMINATION ON EXPIRY OF THE TERMS (DURATION): The contract shall be
deemed to have been automatically terminated on the expiry of duration of the Contract or
the extension period, if exercised by Company under the provision of the Contract.
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TERMINATION ON ACCOUNT OF FORCE MAJEURE: Either party shall have theright
to terminate this Contract on account of Force Majeure as set forth in Article 21.0 above.

TERMINATION ON ACCOUNT OF INSOLVENCY: In the event that the Contractoror its
collaborator at any time during the term of the Contract, becomes insolvent or makes a
voluntary assignment of its assets for the benefit of creditors or is adjudged bankrupt, then
the Company shall, by a notice in writing have the right to terminate the Contract and all the
Contractor’s rights and privileges hereunder, shall stand terminated forthwith.

TERMINATION FOR UNSATISFACTORY PERFORMANCE: If the Company considers
that, the performance of the Contractor is unsatisfactory, or not up to the expected standard,
the Company shall notify the Contractor in writing and specify in details the cause of the
dissatisfaction. The Company shall have the option to terminate the Contract by giving 15
days’ notice in writing to the Contractor, if Contractor fails to comply with the requisitions
contained in the said written notice issued by the Company.

TERMINATION DUE TO CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP & ASSIGNMENT: In case the
Contractor's rights and /or obligations under this Contract and/or the Contractor's rights, title
and interest to the equipment/ material, are transferred or assigned without the Company's
consent, the Company may at its absolute discretion, terminate this Contract.

If at any time during the term of this Contract, breakdown of Contractor's equipment results
in Contractors being unable to perform their obligations hereunder for a period of 15
successive days, Company at its option, may terminate this Contract in its entirely without
any further right or obligation on the part of the Company, except for the payment of money
then due. No notice shall be served by the Company under the condition stated above.

Notwithstanding any provisions herein to the contrary, the Contract may be terminated at any
time by the Company on giving 30 (thirty) days written notice to the Contractor due to any
other reason not covered under the above clause from 22.1 to 22.6 and in the event of such
termination the Company shall not be liable to pay any cost or damage to the Contractor
except for payment for services as per the Contract up to the date of termination including
the De-mobilization cost, if any.

CONSEQUENCES OF TERMINATION: In all cases of termination herein set forth, the
relative obligations of the parties to the Contract shall be limited to the period up to the date
of termination. Notwithstanding the termination of this Contract, the parties shall continue to
be bound by the provisions of this Contract that reasonably require some action or for
bearance after such termination.

The parties agree that they shall appoint only those persons as arbitrators who accept the
conditions of the arbitration clause. No person shall be appointed as Arbitrator or
Presiding Arbitrator who does not accept the conditions of the arbitration clause.

Parties agree that there will be no objection if the Arbitrator appointed holds equity
shares of OIL and/or is a retired officer of OIL/any PSU. However, neither party shall
appoint its serving employees as arbitrator.

If any of the Arbitrators so appointed dies, resigns, becomes incapacitated or withdraws
for any reason from the proceedings, it shall be lawful for the concerned party/arbitrators
to appoint another person in his place in the same manner as aforesaid. Such person shall
proceed with the reference from the stage where his predecessor had left if both parties
consent for the same; otherwise, he shall proceed de novo.

Parties agree that neither shall be entitled for any pre-reference or pendente-lite interest
on its claims. Parties agree that any claim for such interest made by any party shall be

void.

The arbitral tribunal shall make and publish the award within time stipulated as under :

In the event of any dispute or difference relating to, arising from or connected with the
Contract, such dispute or difference shall be referred by either party to the arbitration of one
of the Arbitrators in the Department of Public Enterprises, to be nominated by the Secretary
to the Government of India, In-Charge of the Bureau of Public Enterprises. The Arbitration
and Conciliation Act 1996 shall not be applicable to the Arbitration under this clause. The
award of the Arbitrator shall be binding upon the parties to the dispute, provided however;
any party aggrieved by such award may make a further reference for setting aside or revision
of the award to the Law Secretary, Department of Legal Affairs, Ministry of Law and Justice,
Government of India. Upon such reference, the dispute shall be decided by the Law Secretary
or the Special Secretary/Additional Secretary, whose decision shall bind the parties finally
and conclusively. The parties in the dispute will share equally the cost of the arbitration as
intimated by the Arbitrator.

The venue of all arbitrations under both 24.1 & 24.2 will be Guwahati, Assam. The award
made in pursuance thereof shall be binding on the parties.

Contractor will be required to submit the verification report to ascertain character and
antecedents from the Civil Administration towards the persons engaged under this contract
to the Head of the user Department before engagement.

The Company agrees to waive its right of recourse and further agrees to cause its
underwriters to waive their right of subrogation against Contractor and /or its underwriters,
servants, agents, nominees, assignees, Contractors and subcontractors for loss or damage
to the equipment of Company and/or its contractors or sub-contractors when such loss or
damage or liabilities arises out of or in connection with the performance of the contract.

The Company hereby further agrees to waive its right of recourse and agrees to cause it
underwriters to waive their right of subrogation against Contractor and/or its underwriters,
servants, agents, nominees, assignees, Contractors and sub-contractors for injury to,
illness or death of any employee of the Company and of its Contractors, sub-contractors
and/or their employees when such injury, illness or death arises out of or in connection
with the performance of the Contract.

CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGE:

Except as otherwise expressly provided, neither party shall be liable to the other for
special, indirect or consequential damages resulting from or arising out of the contract,
including but without limitation, to loss or profit or business interruptions, howsoever
caused and regardless of whether such loss or damage was caused by the negligence (either
sole or concurrent) of either party, its employees, agents or sub-contractors.

INDEMNITY AGREEMENT:

Except as provided hereof Contractor agrees to protect, defend, indemnify and hold

Separate invoices for the charges payable under the contract shall be submitted by
Contractor for foreign currency and Indian Rupee.

Payment of invoices if undisputed shall be made.

The Company shall within 30 days of receipt of the invoice notify Contractor of any item
under dispute, specifying the reasons thereof, in which event, payment of the disputed
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amount may be withheld until settlement of the dispute, but payment shall be made of any
undisputed portion.

The acceptance by Contractor of part payment on any billing not paid on or before the due
date shall not be deemed a waiver of Contractor’s rights in respect of any other billing, the
payment of which may then or thereafter be due.

Contractor shall maintain complete and correct records of all information on which
Contractor’s invoices are based up to 2(two) years from the date of last invoice. Such
records shall be required for making appropriate adjustments or payments by either party
in case of subsequent audit query / objection. Any audit conducted by Company of
Contractor's records, as provided herein, shall be limited to Company’s verification (i) of
the accuracy of all charges made by Contractor to Company and (ii) that Contractor is
otherwise in compliance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

WITH-HOLDING:

Company may withhold or nullify the whole or any part of the amount due to Contractor,
after informing the Contractor of the reasons in writing, on account of subsequently
discovered evidence in order to protect Company from loss on account of :

a) For non-completion of jobs assigned as per PART-III.

b) Contractor's indebtedness arising out of execution of this Contract.

c) Defective work not remedied by Contractor.

d) Claims by sub-Contractor of Contractor or others filed or on the basis of
reasonable evidence indicating probable filing of such claims against
Contractor.

e) Failure of Contractor to pay or provide for the payment of salaries/wages,

contributions, unemployment compensation, taxes or enforced savings with-
held from wages etc.

f) Failure of Contractor to pay the cost of removal of unnecessary debris,
materials, tools, or machinery.

g) Damage to another Contractor of Company.

h) All claims against Contractor for damages and injuries, and/or for non-
payment of bills etc.

1) Any failure by Contractor to fully reimburse Company under any of the
indemnification provisions of this Contract. If, during the progress of the work
Contractor shall allow any indebtedness to accrue for which Company, under

With-holding will also be affected on account of the following:-

45.0 GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

45.1 GENERAL REMARKS ON TAXES & DUTIES:

In view of GST Implementation from Ist July 2017, all taxes and duties including Excise Duty,
CST/VAT, Service tax, Entry Tax and other indirect taxes and duties have been submerged in GST.
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Accordingly reference of Excise Duty, Service Tax, VAT, Sales Tax, Entry Tax or any other form
of indirect tax except of GST mentioned in the bidding document shall be ignored.

45.2 Bidders are required to submit copy of the GST Registration Certificate while submitting the
bids wherever GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST) is applicable.

45.3 “GST” shall mean Goods and Services Tax charged on the supply of material(s) and services.
The term “GST” shall be construed to include the Integrated Goods and Services Tax (hereinafter
referred to as “IGST”) or Central Goods and Services Tax (hereinafter referred to as “CGST”) or
State Goods and Services Tax (hereinafter referred to as “SGST”) or Union Territory Goods and
Services Tax (hereinafter referred to as “UTGST”) depending upon the import / interstate or
intrastate supplies, as the case may be. It shall also mean GST compensation Cess, if applicable.

45.4 Quoted price/rate(s) should be inclusive of all taxes and duties, except GST(i.e. IGST or CGST
and SGST/UTGST applicable in case of interstate supply or intra state supply respectively and
cess on GST if applicable) on the final service. However, GST rate (including cess) to be provided
in the respective places in the Price Bid. Please note that the responsibility of payment of GST (CGST
& SGST or IGST or UTGST) lies with the Supplier of Goods /Services (Service Provider) only.
Supplier of Goods / Services (Service Provider) providing taxable service shall issue an Invoice/
Bill, as the case may be as per rules/ regulation of GST. Further, returns and details required to be
filled under GST laws & rules should be timely filed by Supplier of Goods / Services (Service
Provider) with requisite details.

45.4.1 Bidder should also mention the Harmonised System of Nomenclature (HSN) and Service
Accounting Codes (SAC) at the designated place in SOR.

45.5 Where the OIL is entitled to avail the input tax credit of GST:

45.5.1 OIL will reimburse the GST to the Supplier of Goods / Services (Service Provider) at actuals
against submission of Invoices as per format specified in rules/ regulation of GST to enable OIL to
claim input tax credit of GST paid. In case of any variation in the executed quantities, the amount
on which the GST is applicable shall be modified in same proportion. Returns and details required
to be filled under GST laws & rules should be timely filed by supplier with requisite details.

45.5.2 The input tax credit of GST quoted shall be considered for evaluation of bids, as per
evaluation criteria of tender document.

45.6 Where the OIL is not entitled to avail/take the full input tax credit of GST:

45.6.1 OIL will reimburse GST to the Supplier of Goods / Services (Service Provider) at actuals
against submission of Invoices as per format specified in rules/ regulation of GST subject to the
ceiling amount of GST as quoted by the bidder. In case of any variation in the executed quantities
(If directed and/or certified by the In-Charge) the ceiling amount on which GST is applicable will
be modified on pro-rata basis.

45.6.2 The bids will be evaluated based on total price including GST.

45.7 Payments to Service Provider for claiming GST amount will be made provided the above
formalities are fulfilled. Further, OIL may seek copies of challan and certificate from Chartered
Accountant for deposit of GST collected from OIL.

45.8 Contractor/vendor shall be required to issue tax invoice in accordance with GST Act
and/or Rules so that input credit can be availed by OIL. In the event that the contractor / vendor
fails to provide the invoice in the form and manner prescribed under the GST Act read with GST
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Invoicing Rules thereunder, OIL shall not be liable to make any payment on account of GST against
such invoice.

45.9 GST shall be paid against receipt of tax invoice and proof of payment of GST to government.
In case of non-receipt of tax invoice or non-payment of GST by the contractor/vendor, OIL shall
withhold the payment of GST.

45.10 GST payable under reverse charge mechanism for specified services or goods under GST
act or rules, if any, shall not be paid to the contractor/vendor but will be directly deposited to
the government by OIL.

45.11 Where OIL has the obligation to discharge GST liability under reverse charge mechanism and
OIL has paid or is /liable to pay GST to the Government on which interest or penalties becomes
payable as per GST laws for any reason which is not attributable to OIL or ITC with respect to such
payments is not available to OIL for any reason which is not attributable to OIL, then OIL shall be
entitled to deduct/ setoff / recover such amounts against any amounts paid or payable by OIL to
Contractor / Supplier.

45.12 Notwithstanding anything contained anywhere in the Agreement, in the event that the input
tax credit of the GST charged by the Contractor / Vendor is denied by the tax authorities to OIL for
reasons attributable to Contractor / Vendor, OIL shall be entitled to recover such amount from the
Contractor / Vendor by way of adjustment from the next invoice. In addition to the amount of GST,
OIL shall also be entitled to recover interest at

the rate prescribed under GST Act and penalty, in case any penalty is imposed by the tax authorities
on OIL.

45.13 TDS under GST, if applicable, shall be deducted from contractor’s/vendor’s bill at applicable
rate and a certificate as per rules for tax so deducted shall be provided to the contractor/vendor.

45.14 The Contractor will be under obligation for charging correct rate of tax as prescribed under
the respective tax laws. Further the Contractor shall avail and pass on benefits of all
exemptions/concessions available under tax laws. Any error of interpretation of applicability of
taxes/ duties by the contractor shall be to contractor’s account.

45.15 It is the responsibility of the bidder to quote the correct GST rate. The classification of
goods/services as per GST (Goods & Service Tax) Act should be correctly done by the
contractor to ensure that input tax credit on GST (Goods & Service Tax) is not lost to the OIL
on account of any error on the part of the contractor.

45.16 In case, the quoted information related to various taxes, duties & levies subsequently proves
wrong, incorrect or misleading, OIL will have no liability to reimburse the difference in the duty/
tax, if the finally assessed amount is on the higher side and OIL will have to right to recover the
difference and in case the rate of duty/ taxes finally assessed is on the lower side.

45.17 Notwithstanding anything mentioned elsewhere in the Bidding Document the aggregate
liability of OIL towards Payment of GST shall be limited to the volume of GST declared by the
bidder in its bid & nothing shall be payable extra except for the statutory variation in GST.

45.18 Further, it is the responsibility of the bidders to make all possible efforts to make their
accounting / IT system GST compliant in order to ensure availability of Input Tax Credit (ITC) to
Oil India Ltd

45.19 GST liability, if any on account of supply of free samples against any tender shall be to bidder’s
account.
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45.20 In case of statutory variation in GST, other than due to change in turnover, payable on the
contract value during contract period, the Supplier of Goods / Services (Service Provider) shall
submit a copy of the 'Government Notification' to substantiate the rate as applicable on the Bid due
date and on the date of revision.

Beyond the contract period, in case OIL is not entitled for input tax credit of GST, then any increase
in the rate of GST beyond the contractual delivery period shall be to Service provider’s account
whereas any decrease in the rate GST shall be passed on to the OIL.

Beyond the contract period, in case OIL is entitled for input tax credit of GST, then statutory
variation in applicable GST on supply and on incidental services, shall be to OIL’s account.

Claim for payment of GST/ Statutory variation, should be raised within two [02] months from the
date of issue of 'Government Notification' for payment of differential (in %) GST, otherwise claim
in respect of above shall not be entertained for payment of arrears. The base date for the purpose
of applying statutory variation shall be the Bid Opening Date.

45.21 The contractor will be liable to ensure to have registered with the respective tax authorities,
wherever applicable and to submit self-attested copy of such registration certificate(s) and the
Contractor will be responsible for procurement of material in its own registration (GSTIN) and also
to issue its own Road Permit/ E-way Bill, if applicable etc.

45.22 In case the bidder is covered under Composition Scheme under GST laws, then bidder
should quote the price inclusive of the GST (CGST & SGST/UTGST or IGST). Further, such
bidder should mention “Cover under composition system” in column for GST (CGST &
SGST/UTGST or IGST) of price schedule.

45.23 OIL will prefer to deal with registered supplier of goods/ services under GST. Therefore,
bidders are requested to get themselves registered under GST, if not registered yet. However,
in case any unregistered bidder is submitting their bid, their prices will be loaded with
applicable GST while evaluation of bid. Where OIL is entitled for input credit of GST, the
same will be considered for evaluation of bid as per evaluation methodology of tender
document.

45.24 Procurement of Specific Goods: Earlier, there is no tax incidence in case of import of specified
goods (i.e. the goods covered under List-34 of Customs Notification no. 12/2012-Cus dated.
17.03.2012 as amended). Customs duty is not payable as per the policy. However, under GST
regime, IGST Plus GST compensation cess (if applicable) would be leyiable on such imports.
Bidders should quote GST as inclusive considering IGST component for the imported Materials
portion while quoting their prices on destination basis. However, GST rate to be specified in the
price bid format.

45.25 Documentation requirement for GST

The vendor will be under the obligation for invoicing correct tax rate of tax/duties as
prescribed under the GST law to OIL, and pass on the benefits, if any, after availing input tax
credit.

Any invoice issued shall contain the following particulars :

a) Name, address and GSTIN of the supplier;

b) Serial number of the invoice;

c¢) Date of issue;

d) Name, address and GSTIN or UIN, if registered of the recipient;
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e) Name and address of the recipient and the address of the delivery, along with the State and its
code,

f) HSN code of goods or Accounting Code of services[SAC];

g) Description of goods or services;

h) Quantity in case of goods and unit or Unique Quantity Code thereof;

1) Total value of supply of goods or services or both;

j) Taxable value of supply of goods or services or both taking into discount or abatement if any;

k) Rate of tax (IGST,CGST, SGST/ UTGST, cess);

1) Amount of tax charged in respect of taxable goods or services (IGST,CGST, SGST/UTGST, cess);

m) Place of supply along with the name of State, in case of supply in the course of interstate trade or
commerce;

n) Address of the delivery where the same is different from the place of supply and
o) Signature or digital signature of the supplier or his authorised representative.

GST invoice shall be prepared in triplicate, in case of supply of goods, in the following manner

a) The original copy being marked as ORIGINAL FOR RECIPIENT;

b) The duplicate copy being marked as DUPLICATE FOR TRANSPORTER and

¢) The triplicate copy being marked as TRIPLICATE FOR SUPPLIER.

In case of any advance given against any supplies contract, the supplier of the goods shall issue
Receipt Voucher containing the details of details of advance taken along with particulars as
mentioned in clause no. (a), (b), (¢), (d), (g), (k), (1), (m) & (o) above.

45.26 Anti-profiteering clause

As per Clause 171 of GST Act it is mandatory to pass on the benefit due to reduction in rate of tax
or from input tax credit to the consumer by way of commensurate reduction in prices. The Supplier
of Goods / Services may note the above and quote their prices accordingly.

45.26.1 In case the GST rating of vendor on the GST portal / Govt. official website is negative
/ black listed, then the bids may be rejected by OIL. Further, in case rating of bidder is negative
/ black listed after award of work for supply of goods / services, then OIL shall not be obligated or
liable to pay or reimburse GST to such vendor and shall also be entitled to deduct / recover such
GST along with all penalties / interest, if any, incurred by OIL.

SPECIFICATION OF WORK/ SPECIAL CONDITIONS:

CIVIL PART:

1.00 GENERAL.:

All materials used in the work shall conform to the latest revision of the relevant Indian Standard
Specifications to the extent practicable. Where no such specifications exist they shall be of the best
quality available in the market. All materials shall be stored at site in accordance with 1S-4082-1996.

Unless specially provided for in the contract the tendered rates shall include the cost of carriage,
transport, loading, unloading and stacking as directed for all materials required on the work. Where a
tender provides a rate for transport of materials, it includes for all loading, unloading and stacking on
the site in such position and manner as directed. Any materials found not conforming to specification
must be removed from site within 48 hours.

2.00 SITE CLEARANCE:

Before the earthwork is started, the area coming under cutting and/refilling shall be cleared of shrubs,
vegetation, grass, uprooting of tree stumps and such others, and rubbish removed upto a distance of
50 meters outside the periphery of the area under clearance.

3.00 STORAGE:
Materials shall be transported, handled and stored at site carefully to the approval of Engineer so as
to prevent any damage of any kind to be kept at his own risk and cost.

Cement shall be stored in a weather proof shed, the floor of which shall be raised 300 mm clear from
the ground and 600 mm away from the wall all round in order to protect from rain and moisture.
Empty cement bag shall be returned to the Company in good condition.

4.00 ALUMINIUM:

Aluminium Sections-

Aluminium sections used for fixed/openable windows, ventilators, partitions, frame work & doors
etc. shall be suitable for use to meet architectural designs to relevant works and shall be subject to
approval of the Engineer-in- Charge for technical, structural, functional and visual considerations.
The aluminium extruded sections shall conform to IS 733 and IS 1285 for chemical composition and
mechanical properties. The stainless steel screws shall be of grade AISI 304.

The permissible dimensional tolerances of the extruded sections shall be as per IS 6477 and shall be
such as not to impair the proper and smooth functioning/operation and appearance of door and
windows.

Aluminium glazed doors, windows etc. shall be of sizes, sections and details as shown in the drawings.
Before proceeding with any fabrication work, the contractor shall prepare and submit, complete
fabrication and installation drawings for each type of glazing doors, windows, ventilators and partition
etc. for the approval of the Engineer-in- Charge.

Powder Coating -

5.00 WATER PROOFING TREATMENT WITH BITUMEN FELT
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Water proofing treatment with self finished felt shall be four courses or six courses as described in
the item. Four course water proofing treatment with self finished felt is a normal duty treatment
suitable for buildings where the cost of roof treatment is required to be restricted. Six course water
proofing treatment with self finished felt is a heavy duty treatment suitable for important structures.

Materials: Self finished felt (Appendix A and B) shall conform to the type and grade given in the
description of the item. This shall be: Type 3 grade 1 hessian base felt conforming in all respects to
IS 1322.

Bonding Materials: This shall consist of blown type petroleum bitumen conforming to IS 702 or
residual petroleum bitumen conforming to IS 73. The bonding material shall be so selected as to
withstand the local condition of temperature and gradient satisfactorily.

Stone Grit and Pea- sized Gravel: Stone grit shall be 6 mm and down size. Where peasized gravel is
used it shall be hard, round and free from dust, dirt etc. The stone grit or pea-sized gravel shall not be
spread over vertical and sloping faces of flashings and at drain mouths. At these places the surface
shall be painted with two coats of bituminous solution. The quantity of stone grit or pea-sized gravel
required for the final course of four or six course treatment with hessian base self finished bitumen
felt type 3 grade 1 shall be 6 cubic decimeter/ sqm.

Preparation of Surface

(1)The surface to be treated shall have a minimum slope of 1 in 120. This grading shall be carried out
with cement concrete or cement plaster with coarse sand, as per direction of Engineer-incharge, to the
average thickness required and finished smooth. Such grading shall be paid for separately.

(i1) Junctions between the roof and vertical faces of parapet walls, chimneys etc. shall be cased by
running triangular fillets 7.5 x 7.5 cm size, in cement concrete. At the drain mouths, the fillets shall
be suitably cut back and rounded off for easy application of water proofing treatment and easy flow
of water. Cement concrete where used shall be 1:2:4 mix (1 cement: 2 coarse sand : 4 graded stone
aggregate 20 mm nominal size). The provision of fillets shall be deemed to be covered by the item of
water proofing and shall not be measured or paid for separately.

(i11) In existing roof where gola and drip course are provided at the junction of roof and vertical face
of parapet wall, chimney stacks etc., these shall be dressed suitably and finished smooth so as to
ensure an easy and gradual turning of the flashing. Any dismantlement or forming and finishing
smooth the junction for forming the base of the flashing shall not be measured or paid for separately
and shall be deemed to form part of the preparation of the surface in the water proofing treatment.
(iv) While the grading of roof surface is being done, it shall be ensured that the outlet drain pipe have
been fixed and mouth at the entrance have been eased and rounded off properly for easy flow of water.
Treatment :

(1)The water proofing shall consist of a four or six course treatment, as given in the description of the
item, each layer of bonding materials, self finished bitumen felt or stone grit or pea sized gravel being
counted as a course.

(i1) A six course treatment shall consist of the following layers:

(a) Initial layer of bonding material applied hot at specified weight per unit area.

(b) 2nd layer of self finished bitumen felt conforming to the type and grade given in the
description of the item.

(c) Third layer of bonding material.

(d) 4th layer of self finished bitumen felt conforming to the type and grade given in the description
of the item.

(e) 5th layer of bonding material.

63) Final layer of stone grit of pea sized gravel spread at specified volume of material per unit
area.
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Laying : Bitumen bonding material of required grade shall be heated to the working temperature
specified for the particular grade by the bitumen manufacturers and conveyed to the roof in buckets
or pouring canes in weighed quantities.

Suitable working temperature for different grades of bitumen are as under:

(1) Blown type petroleum bitumen of IS grade 85/25 or 90/15 - 180 degree C.

(i) Residual type petroleum bitumen of penetration 30/40 - 180 degree to 190 degree C (IS grade S-
35)

6.00 GRADING ROOF WITH CEMENT CONCRETE 1:2:4

Materials: Cement, coarse sand and graded stone aggregate 20 mm nominal size, shall be used as
specified in the item.

Laying: Before laying cement concrete for grading, the level markings to the required slope/gradient
shall be made only with cement concrete on the surface of the slab at suitable spacing with the help
of string and steel tape (Measuring tape) so that the mason can lay the concrete to the required
thickness, slope / gradient easily in between the two level markings.

On getting the level marking approved by the Site Engineer the surface should be sprinkled with thick
cement slurry and the concrete should be laid carefully, without throwing from height, in
predetermined strips.

The concrete should be consolidated by specially made wooden tamping. After the tamping is done
the surface should be finished to required slope/gradient with wooden trowels without leaving any
spots of loose aggregates etc.

The mixed cement concrete must be laid in position, within half an hour of its mixing. In case any
quantity of concrete remains unused for more than half an hour the same should be rejected and
removed from the site.

Finishing: The slope of finished terrace shall not be more than 1 in 120 unless a steeper slope is
desired by the Engineer-in-Charge.

The minimum thickness of the concrete at its junction with Khurra or parapets shall be 5 cm. The
concrete shall be rounded at the junction of roof slab and parapet. It is desirable to provide a haunch/
gola/filler at the junction of the parapet wall and the roof slab.

The finished concrete surface shall present a smooth surface with correct slopes and uniform
rounding. The concrete should be free from cracks. Excess trowelling shall be avoided.

Curing: Curing shall be done either by spreading straw/Hessian cloth over the graded surface, keeping
the same wet for full 10 days or flooding the graded area with water by making kiaries with weak
cement mortar, for 10 days. Occasional curing by simply spraying water now and then shall not be
permitted under any circumstances.

7.00 PAINTING:

Preparation of Surface - The surface shall be thoroughly cleaned off all mortar dropping, dirt dust,
algae, fungus or moth, grease and other foreign matter of brushing and washing, pitting in plaster
shall make good, surface imperfections such as cracks, holes etc. should be repaired using white
cement. The prepared surface shall have received the approval of the Engineer in charge after
inspection before painting is commenced.

Application -

(i)Before pouring into smaller containers for use, the Paint shall be stirred thoroughly in its containers,
when applying also, the Paint shall be continuously stirred in the smaller containers so that its
consistency is kept uniform.

(i1) The painting shall be laid on evenly and smoothly by means of crossing and laying off, the latter
in the direction of the grains of wood. The crossing and laying off consists of covering the area over
with Paint, brushing the surface hard for the first time over and then brushing alternately in opposite
direction, two or three times and then finally brushing lightly in a direction at right angles to the same.
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In this process, no brush marks shall be left after the laying off is finished. The full process of crossing
and laying off will constitute one coat.

(ii1) No left over Paint shall be put back into the stock tins. When not in use, the containers shall be
kept properly closed.

(iv) No hair marks from the brush or clogging of Paint puddles in the corners of panels, angles of
mouldings etc. shall be left on the work.

(v) In painting doors and windows, the putty round the glass panes must also be painted but care must
be taken to see that no Paint stains etc. are left on the glass. Tops of shutters and surfaces in similar
hidden locations shall not be left out in painting. However, bottom edge of the shutters where the
painting is not practically possible, need not be done nor any deduction on this account will be done
but two coats of primer of approved make shall be done on the bottom edge before fixing the shutters.
(vi) On painting steel work, special care shall be taken while painting over bolts, nuts, rivets overlaps
etc.

8.00 DOUBLE SCAFFOLDING SYSTEM UPTO SEVEN STOREY HEIGHT MADE WITH MS
TUBE:

The double scaffolding made with 40mm dia and 25mm dia pipe shall be erected along the wall
surface. The MS pipe of heavy duty with wall thickness 4mm shall be used for the scaffolding. The
scaffolding shall be erected in double row system and at every 9m height the extra 1 row of 40mm
dia pipe perpendicular to wall surface shall be provided to secure the both layer of vertical pipe in the
wall for better stability. It should be strong enough to with stand all coming load / wind pressure/tilt
etc. The double scaffolding consists of 2 rows of vertical with horizontal and diagonal bracing forming
essentially a structure independent of the building. The bottom of the scaffolding shall be fixed in
suitable MS chair on base plate of minimum 12mm thick and 25x25cm size. The plate should be
properly placed firm plate concrete floor. The frame work of scaffolding made with 40mm dia MS
tube 1.5m centre to centre horizontal and vertical joint with cup and lock system and MS fixtures etc.
MS tube challies and MS tube staircase in scaffolding for working platform etc. shall also be provided.
The scaffolding system shall be stiffened with bracings, runners, connection with the building etc.
wherever required for inspection of work at required locations with essential safety features for the
workman etc. complete as per directions and approval of Engineer-in-charge.

9.00 FILLING EXCAVATED EARTH IN FOUNDATION TRENCHES AND PLINTH OR
UNDER FLOORS:

As soon as the work in foundation has been completed and measured, the sides of foundations shall
be cleared of all debris, bricks bats, mortar dropping etc, and filled with earth in layers not exceeding
30cms, each layer shall be adequately watered, rammed and consolidated before the succeeding one
is laid. Earth shall be rammed with iron rammers where feasible, and with the butt ends crowbars
where rammer cannot be use.

The plinth shall be similarly filled with earth in layers not exceeding 30cms, adequately watered and
consolidated by ramming with iron or wooden rammers. When filling reaches the finished level, the
surface shall be flooded with water for at least 24 hours, allowed to dry and then rammed and
consolidated, in order to avoid any settlement at a later stage.

Sand filling in plinth: Sand shall be clean and free from dust, organic and other foreign matter. Sand
filling to be carried out in layers and watering to be done.

10.00 TESTS REPORT:
Test report for construction material to be submitted if desired by Engineer-In-Charge and no separate
payment shall be made for the same unless otherwise specified in the schedule of rates.
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11.00 RECORD KEEPING:

1) A site order book to be maintained at site and instructions given to the Contractor will be recorded
in the site order book and the same has to be signed by the contractor to comply with the instruction
given therein.

i1)A separate register to be maintained at site by the contractor to record the works executed and a
remarks columns to be added in this to record the hindrance.

13.00 MEASUREMENT & PAYMENT:

Payment for all works done shall be made on the basis of actual work done as per the schedule of
rates. For all extra work done on the advise of the Company's Engineer and which is not included in
the schedule of rates, deviation order for the same shall be made on the rates as decided by the
Company's Engineer.

14.00 The bidder must provide following minimum numbers of equipment in operational condition
capable of providing uninterrupted services under the contract as and when required.

15.00 HSE POINTS :

The Contractor shall adhere to following points (as applicable for installations under the Factories
Act) while performing the works under this contract:

1. The Contractor shall be solely responsible to comply all the statutory norms as applicable while
executing the job. It will be solely the Contractor's responsibility to fulfil all the legal formalities with
respect to the Health, Safety and Environmental aspects of the entire job (namely: the person
employed by him, the equipment, the environment, etc.) under the jurisdiction of the district of that
state where it is operating. Ensure that all sub-contractors hired by him comply with the same
requirement as the Contractor himself and shall be liable for ensuring compliance of all HSE laws by
the sub-contractors. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor/his supervisor/representative to
ensure strict adherence to all HSE measures and statutory Rules during operation in OIL’s
installations and safety of workers engaged by him. The crew members will not refuse to follow any
instruction given by representative of OIL.

2. The Contractor engaged for any electrical installation, maintenance, repairs etc., should possess a
valid electrical Contractor license issued by the State Electricity Licensing Board and engage
adequate number of competent electrical personnel. All the Competent persons shall have appropriate
Work Permit/ Supervisory License issued by State Electricity Licensing Board. It shall be included
in Terms and Conditions of contract agreement/NIT (Notice Inviting Tender) and shall be ensured by
the OIL Engineer in charge.

3. The Contractor shall ensure complete safety of the personnel engaged by him, and of all the
equipment, they will handle and must take full responsibility for their safety.

4. Contractor's arrangements for health and safety management shall be consistent with those for the
company (OIL).

5. A Contractor employee must, while at work, take reasonable care for the health and safety of people
who are at the employee's place of work and who may be affected by the employee's Actor omissions
at work.

6. The Contractor should frame a mutually agreed bridging document between OIL & the Contractor
for all issues not envisaged under the terms and conditions of the contract with the roles and
responsibilities clearly defined.
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7. Statutory forms to be maintained in respect to Factories Act, 1948 ,Mines Act, 1952, Mines Rules
1955, Oil Mines Regulations 2017, the Environment (Protection) Act-1986 and other applicable laws.
8. The Contractor, wherever applicable, shall obtain necessary hazardous waste authorization from
the Stat Pollution Control Board for storage, handling and disposal of hazardous waste.

9. As per DGMS circular & Gazette Notification for maintenance of register as required by the
Factories Act, 1948, Mines Act1952 and Mines Rules, 1955, the forms A, B, D and E have been
updated and modified. The above-mentioned forms need to be maintained as per the new format.

10. The Contractor shall submit to DGMS returns indicating — Name of his firm, Registration
number, Name and address of person heading the firm, Nature of work, type of deployment work
persons, Number of work persons deployed, how many work hold VT Certificate, how many work
persons undergone IME and type of medical coverage given to the work persons.

11. The return shall be submitted quarterly (by 10th of April. July, October & January) for contracts
of more than one year. However, for contracts of less than one year, returns shall be submitted
monthly.

12. The Contractor has to keep a register of the persons employed by him/her. The Contractor's
supervisor shall take and maintain attendance of his men every day for the work, punctually.

13. The health check-up of Contractor's personnel is to be done by the Contractor in OIL empanelled
Hospital and the reports and statutory forms as applicable to be vetted from the OIL authorized
Medical Officer. The frequency of periodic medical examinations should be every five years for the
employees up to 45 years of age and every three years for employees of 45 years of age and above.
Initial Medical Examination should be in line with the standard followed by OIL.

14. All persons deployed by the Contractor for working in a mine must undergo Mines Vocational
Training, initial medical examination and Periodic Medical Examination (if required). They should
be issued cards stating the name of the Contractor and the work and its validity period, indicating
status of MVT, IME & PME.

15. Every person deployed by the Contractor must use appropriate PPEs (Personal Protective
Equipment) to be provided by the Contractor. The Contractor shall provide Personnel Protective
Equipment as per the hazard identified and risk assessed for the job and conforming to statutory
requirement and company’s PPE schedule. Safety appliances like protective footwear, Safety Helmet
and Full Body harness, Fall Prevention Devises (FPD) shall conform to relevant IS codes. Necessary
supportive document shall have to be available at site as proof. If the Contractor fails to provide the
safety items as mentioned above to the working personnel, the Contractor may request to the
Company (OIL) for providing the same. In case of exigency OIL will provide the safety items if
available. However, in turn, OIL will recover the actual cost of the items by deducting from
Contractor's Bill. However, it will be the Contractor's sole responsibility to ensure that the persons
engaged by him in the mines use the proper PPE while at work. Contractor employees should be
trained in the proper use and maintenance of PPE. In absence of appropriate PPEs, the representative
of OIL has the right to stop the work which will be binding for the Contractor. Moreover, the
accountability towards any delay in work/ penalty due non-adherence to PPE shall be binding to the
Contractor.

16. Soft copy of the Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) related to scope of work shall be handed
over to the representative of OIL by Contractor including an assessment of risk, wherever possible
and safe methods to deal with it/them. Printout of copy (spiral binding) of the SOP mentioned above
is to be kept with all working teams at all times. The SOP clearly stating the risk arising to men,
machineries & material from the mining operation / other operations to be done by the Contractor and
how it is to be managed. However; in case of any doubts, the Contractor shall reconfirm the same
from the Engineer In Charge (OIL).

17. Contractor has to ensure that all work is carried out in accordance with the Statute and the SOP
and for the purpose he may deploy adequate qualified and competent personnel for the purpose of
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carrying out the job in a safe manner. For the work which is not covered under SOP, the Contractor
shall develop it and submit to the representatives of OIL.

18. In case of deviation of SOP or non-availability of SOP, Job Safety Analysis (JSA) shall be carried
out before commencement of the work.

19. Necessary cold and hot work permits including excavation clearance and permission for working
at height, Confined Space Entry as applicable are to be obtained by the competent person of the
Contractor from the site representative of OIL before start of the job(s). Work Permit System should
be inline as per guidelines issued by HSE Department.

20. Necessary facilities for monitoring the levels of parameters in respect of Methane, Oxygen,
Hydrogen Sulphide and Carbon Monoxide should be provided at mines. Portable multi-gas detector
(LEL/O2/CO/H2S) and FLP torch light to be made available at site.

21. The Contractor’s personnel should be aware about the existing as well as probable hazards and
ensured their training to tackle such untoward events by the Contractor. If the Company (OIL)
arranges any safety awareness program / training for the working personnel at site (company
employee, Contractor worker, etc.) the Contractor will not have any objection to any such training.
22. The Contactor personnel shall arrange daily meeting and monthly pit level meeting headed by the
OIL Engineer and maintain records accordingly. Safety Briefing, Evacuation plan in case of
emergency and how to inform (in case of emergency) to be discussed during the Tool Box meeting.
23. After receipt of the work order the Contractor shall have to submit authorized list of Contract
Personnel, who will be engaged for the jobs including name of the Contractor's competent persons
and every contact details. No person shall be engaged in any job in a mine unless his competency has
been assessed and approved by the OIL Engineer In Charge.

24. The Contractor shall not engage minor labourer below eighteen (18) years of age under any
circumstances.

25. OIL will communicate all information to the Contractor or his authorized representative only.
26. The Contractor shall have to report all incidents including near miss to the representative of OIL
who shall be supervising the Contractor's work.

27. Any compensation arising out of the job carried out by the Contractor whether related to pollution,
Safety or Health will be paid by the Contractor only.

28. Any compensation arising due to accident of the Contractor's personnel while carrying out the
job, will be payable by the Contractor and their medical treatment/ facilities in case of accidents
should be provided by the same Contractor. The Contractor’s personnel should be aware about the
existing as well as probable hazards and ensured their training to tackle such untoward events by the
Contractor.

29. Contractor shall keep a reasonable degree of order by disposing of accumulated rubbish and excess
material. Disposal of solid wastes generated by the Contractor shall be in accordance with the
company’s Procedure for Solid Waste Management. The Contractor Personnel have to take every
possible care to keep the environment clean and free from pollution.

30. The Contractor have to ensure the quality and reliability of all the tools, equipment and
instruments they use. The supporting documents relevant to prove the above should be submitted.
Defective tools shall be immediately removed.

31. The Contractor should prevent the frequent change of his deployed employees as far as
practicable. The Contractor shall not employ or terminate his worker without the knowledge of the
OIL engineer in charge. However, if OIL Engineer In Charge found any person not appropriate to
with respect to job, the Contractor has to remove the person and replace a suitable person within the
timeline as per the terms of the Contract.

32. Contractor’s Supervisor/ Contractor’s personnel needs to be aware about the site specific
emergency response plan (which includes display of emergency contact nos., establish telephone
communication, layout of working area, use of fire extinguisher, emergency exit, assembly point).
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33. All Lifting equipment of the Contractor like Crane etc. shall have to be duly calibrated. Calibration
Certificate of this equipment shall have to be submitted to the representatives of OIL and a copy of
the same to be made available at site.

34. Necessary sign-board / warning signals like caution, "hot work" in progress, emergency telephone
numbers, no entry without permission etc. should be used while working on tanks. The said signals /
sign-boards shall have to be arranged by the Contractor and shall be in line with the circular of
signboards issued by HSE Department, Oil India Limited.

35. Barricading of area to be done with reflecting tapes as applicable during work.

36. The First-Aid box should be provided by the Contractor and the same has to be kept ready to use
at the site throughout the working hours.

37. The availability of First-Aid Fire Fighting equipment should be ensured by the Contractor at all
working hours.

38. Smoking is prohibited in all Company restricted areas except in authorized smoking areas/
shelters. Carrying of matches and lighters into the Hazardous Area is prohibited. Cellular phones shall
not be used in operating areas / hazardous areas unless they have been classified as ‘intrinsically safe’
for use in that atmosphere. Consumption of alcohol and possession of non- prescribed drug in
Company work site is strictly prohibited.

39. When there is a significant risk to health, environment or safety of a person or place arising
because of a non-compliance of HSE Measures Company will have the right to direct the Contractor
to cease work until the non-compliance is corrected.

40. The Contractor personnel should understand the implication of the known hazards related to the
work undertaken by them and the necessity of having an emergency plan approved by OIL to counter
them, if anything goes wrong.

41. In case Contractor is found non-compliant of HSE laws as required and all the above mentioned
general HSE points, company will have the right for directing the Contractor to take action to comply
with the requirements, and for further non-compliance, the Contractor will be penalized as per the
terms of the Contract.

42. Considering the ongoing Covid-19 pandemic, those who are engaged in the above operations
should be followed the Covid-19 Protocol as per the prevailing Government Guidelines.

43. Any requirement arise by the Statutory Authorities during the period of contract shall be
applicable and binding for the Contractor.

NOTE: All Contractors' personnel must undergo safety orientation programme conducted by Oil India
Ltd before commencement of the job. For any clarification with regard to the above, the contractor
may contact HOD-CIVIL ENGINEERING PIPELINE SERVICES.

In order to achieve these goals, the Principal cooperates with the renowned international Non-
Governmental Organization "Transparency International" (TI). Following TI's national and
international experience, the Principal will appoint an external independent Monitor who will
monitor the tender process for compliance with the principles mentioned above.

Section: 1 -Commitments of the Principal

(1) The Principal commits itself to take all measures necessary to prevent corruption and to observe
the following principles:

(i) No employee of the Principal, personally or through family members, will in
connection with the tender for, or during execution of a contract, demand, take a
promise for or accept, for him/herself or third person, any material or immaterial
benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to.

Section: 2 -Commitments of the Bidder/Contractor

The Bidder will not enter with other Bidders into any undisclosed agreement or
understanding, whether formal or informal. This applies in particular to prices,
specifications, certifications, Subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of
bids or any other actions to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelization in
the bidding process.

The Bidder(s) will not commit any offence under the relevant Anticorruption Laws of
India, further, the Bidder(s) will not use improperly, for purposes of competition or
personal gain, or pass on to others, any information or document provided by the
Principal as part of the business relationship, regarding plans, technical proposals
and business details, including information contained or transmitted electronically.

The Bidder will, when presenting his bid, disclose any and all payments he has made,
is committed to or intends to make to agents, brokers or any other intermediaries in
connection with the award of the contract.

Bidders to disclose any transgressions with any other public/government
organization that may impinge on the anti-corruption principle. The date of such
transgression, for the purpose of disclosure by the bidders in this regard, would be
the date on which cognizance of the said transgression was taken by the competent
authority. The period for which such transgressions (s) is/are to be reported by the
bidders shall be the last three years to be reckoned from date of bid submission.
The transgression (s), for which cognizance was taken even before the said period of
three years, but are pending conclusion, shall also be reported by the bidders.

The Bidder(s) of foreign origin shall disclose the name and address of the Agents/
representatives in India, if any. Similarly, the Bidder(s) of Indian Nationality shall
furnish the name and address of the foreign principals, if any. Further, all the
payments made to the Indian agent/ representative have to be in India Rupees only.

Bidders not to pass any information provided by Principal as part of business
relationship to others and not to commit any offence under PC/ IPC Act;

(2) The Bidder will not instigate third persons to commit offences outlined above or be an
accessory to such offences.

(3) The Bidder signing Integrity Pact shall not approach the Courts while representing the
matters to IEMs and he/she will await their decision in the matter.

Section 3 -Disqualification from tender process and exclusion from future Contracts

If the Bidder, before contract award has committed a transgression through a violation of Section 2
or in any other form such as to put his reliability or risibility as Bidder into question, the Principal
is entitled to disqualify the Bidder from the tender process, for such reason.

1. If the Bidder has committed a transgression through a violation of Section 2 such as to
put his reliability or credibility into question, the Principal is entitled also to exclude the
Bidder from future contract award processes. The imposition and duration of the exclusion
will be determined by the severity of the transgression. The severity will be determined by
the circumstances of the case, in particular the number of transgressions, the position of
the transgressions within the company hierarchy of the Bidder and the amount of the
damage. The exclusion will be imposed for a minimum of 6 months and maximum of 2 years.
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2. The Bidder accepts and undertakes to respect and uphold the Principal's Absolute right
to resort to and impose such exclusion and further accepts and undertakes not to challenge
or question such exclusion on any ground, including the lack of any hearing before the
decision to resort to such exclusion is taken. This undertaking is given freely and after
obtaining independent legal advice.

3. If the Bidder can prove that he has restored/recouped the Damage caused by him and
has installed a suitable corruption prevention system, the Principal may revoke the
exclusion prematurely.

4. A transgression is considered to have occurred if in light of available evidence, no
reasonable doubt is possible.

S. Integrity Pact, in respect of a particular contract, shall be operative from the date Integrity
Pact is signed by both the parties or as mentioned in Section 9 - Pact Duration whichever is
later. Any violation of the same would entail disqualification of the bidders and exclusion
from future business dealings.

Section 4 -Compensation for Damages

(1) If the Principal has disqualified the Bidder from the tender process prior to the award according
to Section 3, the Principal is entitled to demand and recover from the Bidder liquidated damages
equivalent to Earnest Money Deposit / Bid Security.

(2) The bidder agrees and undertakes to pay the said amounts without protest or demur subject
only to condition that if the Bidder can prove and establish that the exclusion of the Bidder from
the tender process has caused no damage or less damage than the amount or the liquidated
damages, the Bidder shall compensate the Principal only to the extent of the damage in the amount
proved.

Section 5 -Previous transgression
(1) The Bidder declares that no previous transgression occurred in the last 3 years with any other
company in any country conforming to the TI approach or with any other Public Sector Enterprise

in India that could justify his exclusion from the tender process.

(2) If the Bidder makes incorrect statement on this subject, he can be disqualified from the tender
process for such reason.

Section: 6 -Equal treatment of all Bidders/Contractor/Subcontractors
(1) The Principal will enter into Pacts on identical terms with all bidders.

Section: 7 -Criminal charges against violating Bidders/Contractors/ Subcontractors

(2) The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the parties
and performs his functions neutrally and independently. He reports to the
Chairperson of the Board of the Principal.

(3) The Bidder accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction
to all Project documentation of the Principal including that provided by the Bidder.
The Bidder will also grant the Monitor, upon his request and demonstration of a
valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his project documentation.
The same is applicable to Subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual
obligation to treat the information and documents of the
Bidder/Contractor/Subcontractor with confidentiality.

(4) The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all
meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meetings could
have an impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the Bidder.
The parties offer the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

(5) As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, a violation of this
agreement, he will so inform the Management of the Principal and request the
Management to discontinue or heal the violation, or to take other relevant action.
The monitor can in this regard submit non-binding recommendations. Beyond this,
the Monitor has no right to demand from the parties that they act in a specific
manner, refrain from action or tolerate action. However, the Independent External
Monitor shall give an opportunity to the bidder to present its case before making
its recommendations to the Principal.

(6) The Monitor will submit a written report to the Chairperson of the Board of the
Principal within 8 to 10 weeks from the date of reference or intimation to him by
the 'Principal' and, should the occasion arise, submit proposals for correcting
problematic situations.

(7) If the Monitor has reported to the Chairperson of the Board a Substantiated
suspicion of an offence under relevant Anti-Corruption Laws of India, and the
Chairperson has not, within reasonable time, taken visible action to proceed
against such offence or reported it to the Vigilance Office, the Monitor may also
transmit this information directly to the Central Vigilance Commissioner,
Government of India.

(8) The word 'Monitor' would include both singular and plural.

(9) In case of any complaints referred under IP Program, the role of IEMs is advisory
and the advice of IEM is non-binding on the Organization. However, as IEMs are
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invariably persons with rich experience who have retired as senior functionaries of
the government, their advice would help in proper implementation of the IP.

Section:9 -Pact Duration

This Pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor 12 months
after the last payment under the respective contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the
contract has been awarded.

If any claim is made/ lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid
despite the lapse of this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by Chairperson
of the Principal.

Section:10 -Other provisions

(1) This agreement is subject to Indian Law. Place of performance and jurisdiction is the Registered
Office of the Principal. The Arbitration clause provided in the main tender document / contract shall
not be applicable for any issue / dispute arising under Integrity Pact.

(2) Changes and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing. Side
agreements have not been made.

(3) In case of a joint venture, all the partners of the joint venture should sign the Integrity Pact. In
case of sub-contracting, the principal contractor shall take the responsibility of the adoption of IP
by the sub-contractor. It is to be ensured that all sub-contractors also sign the IP. In case of sub-
contractors, the IP will be a tri-partite arrangement to be signed by the Organization, the contractor,
and the sub-contractor.

(4) Should one or several provisions of this agreement turn out to be invalid, the remainder of this
agreement remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original
intensions.
