1.0 Any bidder from a country which shares a land border with India will be eligible to
bid in this tender only if the: bidder is registered with the Competent Authority
[Registration Committee constituted by the Department for Promotion of Industry
and Internal Trade (DPIIT)|. Further, any bidder (including bidder from India) having
specified Transfer of Technology (ToT) arrangement with an entity from a country
which shares a land border with India, shall also require to be registered with the
same competent authority to be eligible to bid in this tender.

2.0 "Bidder" (including the term 'tenderer', 'consultant' or 'service provider' in certain
contexts) means any person or firm or company, including any member of a

1. For the purposes of levy and imposition of GST, the expressions shall have the following
meanings:
