OIL reports significant increase in Q4 2020-21 EBITDA at
X1754.83 crore as compared to EBITDA in Q4 2019-20

Qil India Board in its 522nd Board Meeting held on
21st June, 2021 approved the Q4 and FY 2020-21
results. Highlights and financial performance of
the Q4 and FY 2020-21 are as follows:

1. Highlights:

The Company has reported significant increase
in Q4 2020-21 EBITDA at X 1754.83 crore as
compared to negative EBITDA in Q4 2019-20
due to better oil price realization.

Average crude oil price realisation during Q4
FY2020-21 was USD 59.80/bbl which was
higher by 14.61% as compared to crude Oil
price realisation of USS 52.18/BBL during Q4
FY2019-20.

Average Crude Oil price realisation in FY 2020-21 is USS 43.98 /BBL vis-a-vis USS 60.75/BBL during FY2019-20, decreased
by 27.61% due to demand disruption caused by COVID.

Average natural gas price realisation during FY 2020-21 decreased by USS 1.37 / MMBTU to USS 2.09/MMBTU as
compared to USS 3.46/MMBTU during FY 2019-20.

Crude Oil production for FY2020-21 is 2.964 MMT which is 5.42% lower than the crude oil production of 3.134 MMT
during FY2019-20. Further, production for Q4 2020-21is 5.28% lower at 0.718 MMT as compared to 0.758 MMT in Q4
2019-20.

Natural gas production during FY2020-21 is lower at 2642 MMSCM as compared to 2801 MMSCM during FY2019-20,
decrease of 5.68%.

Profit After Tax (PAT) for FY2020-21 is ¥1,741.59 crore as compared to PAT of % 2,584.06 crore for FY2019-20.

Board of OIL has recommended a final dividend of ¥ 1.50 per share for 2020-21. Company had earlier paid interim
dividend of % 3.50 per share in February’2021.

The Company has acquired additional 54.16% ownership interest in M/s Numaligarh Refinery Limited (NRL) on 26th
March, 2021 for total cash consideration of 8,676 crore increasing the equity stake in NRLto 80.16% as on 31.03.2021
including 10.53% shares held on behalf of Govt. of Assam. NRL is now a subsidiary of OIL.

The Company has made investments of over ¥ 12,000 crore including ¥ 8,676 crore in NRL. During the year two major
infrastructure projects, Secondary Tank Farm at Madhuban and Gas Compressor Station at Makum were dedicated to
the Nation by Hon’ble Prime Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi.

US Patent for Oil India L1m1ted

QOil India Limited has been granted a US Patent (No. 11,073,504)
for developing an innovative and novel geochemical technique
titled “Method to Determine Transformation of Kerogen to
Qil/Gas at Different MaturitiesUsing Step-wise Pyrolysis-Gas
Chromatography”.

As we know hydrocarbons are generally found in the [EEss====

reservoirs,composed of porous and permeable rocks e.g.
sandstones, carbonates etc., in the sub-surface of the earth.
However, hydrocarbons are generated in another type of rocks,
viz. shale, that are less porous and permeable. Hydrocarbons
are generated from the organic matter, derived from the
remains of organisms like bacteria, algae and plants that
is buried and preserved in the rocks. The preservation the
organic matter, also called kerogen, is better in the shale
compared to sandstone. The shale that is rich in kerogen can
act as the source rock for hydrocarbon generation. When the
source rock gets buried deeper in the earth and is exposed
to higher temperature, it starts generating hydrocarbons
due to the transformation of kerogen to hydrocarbons. The
generated hydrocarbons then get expelled and migrate to the
reservoir rocks through permeable rocks called carrier beds.
The entire system of hydrocarbon generation, migration and
accumulation is termed as the petroleum system (see figure).

OIL India Hospital implanted
first permanent pacemaker successfully

OIL India hospital implanted the first permanent pacemaker successfully in a patient named
Smt. Deepali Gogoi, dependent wife of retd OIL employee. The patient was brought to the
Casualty ward with history of sudden loss of consciousness and convulsions and was diagnosed
by a team of doctors lead by Dr. Pranjal Pratim Sarma, CMO (Medicine), Qil India Hospital,
Duliajan. She had complete heart block with pulse around 25-30 / min. After preliminary
medical treatment and COVID-19 test, she was rushed to the OT where a temporary pacemaker
was implanted as a lifesaving procedure. She regained consciousness and stabilization of her
haemodynamic status was achieved within a short time following TPI. The implementation was
successful, she was withdrawn from temporary pacemaker support and now under support of
her newly implanted pacemaker. Another case of Permanent Pacemaker Implantation (PPI) was
also done successfully at Oil India Hospital after few days which is the first case of dual chamber
permanent pacemaker implantation at Oil India Hospital.

OIL hospital
has dedicated Covid-19 Testing Centres, Covid Care Centre,
Quarantine centre, 24x7 OIL Covid-19 Helpline and regular
Covid-19 Vaccination as per the Government directives to
keep a check on the spreading of the infections in Duliajan
and nearby areas.

Covid-19 Testing Centres:

As Covid-19 cases are expected to rise in Duliajan and its
nearby areas, OIL hospital has stepped up its Covid-19 testing
facility at OIL Hospital Duliajan to handle increasing cases of
Covid-19infection. As on 31 May 2021 since the onset of the
second of Covid-19 infections, the OIL Hospital testing centre
at Duliajan has conducted over 2800 tests approximately with
an average of 100 tests per day.

Covid-19 Care Centre (CCC) and Covid-19 Quarantine Centre:

Likewise in the first wave, OIL Hospital has set up a dedicated
Covid Care Centre with a team of doctors, nurses, paramedics
and sanitation workers which is operational from 21 May
2021. This is a 40 bedded capacity out of which 25 beds
have dedicated oxygen facility on 24x7 basis. The CCC also
provides necessary treatment to Covid-19 patients with mild
to moderate symptoms. Currently, this centre has admitted
40 Covid-19 patients undergoing treatments under the
supervision of a team of doctors, nurses and paramedics.
Apart from the CCC, OIL has also earmarked a quarantine
centre at its South Bank campus for asymptomatic Covid-19
positive patients.

Moreover, Qil-Indians who are detected Covid-19 positive
are permitted to remain under strict home isolation as
per government guidelines in their company provided

accommodation/residence subject to fulfilling certain criteria
for home isolation. Such patients are monitored daily and
provided necessary treatment guidelines over telephone by
a dedicated team of doctors from OIL Hospital. In addition
to this, OIL is also providing “24x7 OIL Covid-19 Helpline”
by doctors of OIL Hospital who attends telephone calls and
provides counselling and helpful information regarding

Covid-19.

Covid-19 Vaccination Drives:

In line with the directives issued by the Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare (MoH&FW), Medical department, OIL
Duliajan initiated the Covid-19 vaccination drive in Duliajan
from 5th February 2021. The vaccination drive in Duliajan
was started with the immunisation of healthcare and
frontline workers of OIL hospital as per the guidelines of
the MoH&FW. Subsequently, OIL Hospital Duliajan took the
mammoth mission of vaccinating all the officers, employees
and contractual workers of OIL FHQ Duliajan as well as from
its Moran and Digboi offices.

OIL Hospital, Duliajan in collaboration with Rotary Club has
also vaccinated approximately 30 persons with disabilities on
2nd of June 2021. As on 31st May 2021, OIL Hospital Duliajan
has successfully vaccinated over 14135 beneficiaries (First
Dose:10568, Second dose:3567).

Passive Seismic Tomography (PST) Survey

Passive Seismic Tomography (PST) survey was commenced
on 14.06.2021 in Balimara-Tarajan-Jorajan & Pasighat (OALP-I
block). The current PST campaign covers 500 Km2 and a total
of 272 nos. broadband sensors are installed at approximately
2 Km of grid in both the blocks. The continuous data recording
is planned for a period of 2 months (Phase-l) and based on
outcome of Phase-I, data will be recorded for a period of
8 months in Phase-Il. The induction of this Passive Seismic
Tomography (PST) technology was recommended during
Technothon-I.
PST aims to record the naturally occurring micro-earthquakes
at a pre-defined network grid of broadband seismometers for
a period of many months. The recorded data is interpreted
in terms of acoustic velocity and poison's ratio of subsurface
layers. PST survey is environment friendly and non-invasive
exploration technique compared to active seismic surveys.
PST is an effective and specialized tool to enhance the quality
of the subsurface image where the available seismic data is
sparse and quality is challenged due to surface & sub-surface
complexities.
The integration of this technology with conventional seismic
data is expected to improve sub-surface image in the study o o

Emergency Repair Work
of 200 KL RCC Overhead Tank Completed on priority

Domestic water is supplied 24/7 to a big chunk of the OIL Housing Area (adjacent to the Bihutoli Area) such as “A” type
Quarters, D+ Bungalows (near OIL Medical), SAPs, OIL Higher Secondary School(Covid Center) etc. from the 2000 KL capacity
RCC Overhead Tank at Bihutoli. The Tank is a vital installation so far water supply to the township is concerned.
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On 26 May 2021, a big crack developed in one of the 8 Inch dia. MS Line pipes and it started leaking severely from the crack
threatening interruption of water supply to the above mentioned part of the Duliajan Township.

The water supply maintenance crew responded and took up the repair job on emergency basis. The entire section of the 8”
dia. outlet pipe 27 Meter in Length (12 Meter vertical & 15 Meter horizontal) was replaced. Since tank is at a height of 27
Meters, any maintenance job underneath the tank essentially requires crane service for handling & lifting heavy pipes, pipe
fitings & tools necessary for the work. However, the work was done without crane, as the general
arrangement of the overhead tank structure vis a vis piping network is such that crane cannot !
approach. The crane work had to be inevitably done by the crew manually exposing themselves |
to potential hazards associated with working in height and lifting heavy objects. \

The maintenance crew rose to the occasion and successfully executed
the heavy job in short time adhering to safety precautions thereby
preventing major interruption of water supply to the township. It was
a highly commendable job done by the Water Supply Crew. We want to
