The contractor must provide
regular Bowser Drivers and
Helpers against the offered
Bowsers awarded to him /her.
Additionally, Contractor shall
arrange reliever Drivers and
Helpers in such a way that all
the regular Drivers / Helpers get
opportunity to avail 32 (Thirty-
Two) days of leave per year and
a weekly rest day/holiday as per
MoS. In case the contractor fails
to provide reliever crew to his /
her regular crew on the weekly
rest day/holiday, and the
bowser is required to be
operated by the regular crew
under emergent/urgent
circumstances, the payment to
regular crew shall be as per the
M.O.S. dated 22.07.2022.
