The Contractor accepts that the Monitor has the right to access without restriction to all Project
documentation of the Principal including that provided by the Contractor. The Contractor will also grant the
Monitor, upon his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to his
project documentation. The same is applicable to Subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation
to treat the information and documents of the Bidder/Contractor/Subcontractor with confidentiality.

In case of any complaints referred under IP Program, the role of IEMs is advisory and would not be legally

binding and it is restricted to resolving the issues raised by an intending bidder regarding any aspect of the
tender which allegedly restricts competition or bias towards some bidder.

Section: 9 - Pact Duration

This Pact begins when both parties have legally signed it. It expires for the Contractor 12 months after the last payment
under the respective contract, and for all other Bidders 6 months after the contract has been awarded.

If any claim is made/ lodged during this time, the same shall be binding and continue to be valid despite the lapse of
this pact as specified above, unless it is discharged/determined by Chairperson of the Principal.

Section: 10 - Other provisions

This agreement is subject to Indian Law. Place of performance and jurisdiction is the Registered Office of the
Principal. The Arbitration clause provided in the main tender document / contract shall not be applicable for
any issue / dispute arising under Integrity Pact.

Changes and supplements as well as termination notices need to be made in writing. Side agreements have
not been made.

If the Contractor / Bidder is a Joint Venture or a partnership concern or a consortium, this agreement must be

signed by all partners or consortium members. In case of sub-contracting, the Principal contractor shall take

the responsibility of the adoption of IP by the sub-contractor and all sub-contractors shall also sign the IP.
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(4) Should one or several provisions of this agreement turn out to be invalid, the remainder of this agreement

remains valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original intensions.

(5) Issues like warranty / guarantee, etc. shall be outside the purview of IEMs.
